15 minutes for decent work and life for Pales�nian workers and people

On October 7, workers around the world commemorate World Day for Decent 
Work, a date on which unions reaffirm one of their most important principles: de-
fending the right of workers, without discrimina�on, to decent work.

This date also reminds us of a full year since the occupa�on deprived Pales�nian 
workers of their right to go to work and subjected the Pales�nian people to all 
forms of oppression and systema�c destruc�on of the founda�ons of a decent life, 
foremost of which is the right to work.

To address this injus�ce faced by the workers and people of Pales�ne, let us all 
stop working for 15 minutes to remind the interna�onal community of the suffe-
ring of Pales�nian workers and people, and to reaffirm the global trade union mo-
vement’s commitment to its principles, which support peoples’ right to emancipa-
�on, freedom, and self-determina�on.

More than 40,000 vic�ms and 100,000 injured, half of whom are women 
and children.

Reduc�on of workers by more than 65% in Pales�nian ins�tu�ons.

500,000 workers have lost their jobs.

Unemployment rate : 51%

Prices of goods have increased by 600% in gaza.

450 millions USD per month is the cost of depriving Pales�nian workers of 
their wages.

Poverty rate: 55% Economic losses: 2.3 billion dollars
